This is a mathematically rich activity:
· Making nets of 3D objects

· Constructions

· Making 3D objects from nets

· Representing 3 dimensional objects 2 dimensionally

· Knowledge of dice (including triangle numbers)

There is lots of scope for differentiation:

· Most able pupils create the nets from scratch on the large-squared paper

· More able pupils use the pre-made nets but put the dots onto the nets themselves

· Less able pupils use the pre-made nets with dots on

There are 2 starter / plenary activities:

· Pupils draw the dots onto a 3D image of a dice

· Pupils put the dots onto a net of a dice and then make this up to find if they are correct.
