1) Three circles, radius 25cm, 3.5mm and 17’. Find the circumferences

157cm, 22.0mm, 107’

2) A circular rug has diameter 3’’, find the area

7.06’’2
3) Which is more? One 10inch (diameter) pizza or two 7inch (diameter) pizzas? Which gives less crust?
10inch is more, 10inch is less crust

78.5inch2 vs (2x38.5=77inch2) and 31.4inch vs 44.0inch

4) How far would a wheel of radius 40cm travel in 10 rotations?
2513cm = 25.13m
5) If the circumference of a circle is 100cm, find its radius and its area
Radius = 15.9cm, area = 795cm2
6) If the area of a circle is 100cm2, find its radius and circumference
Radius = 5.62cm, circumference = 35.4cm

7) 2 circles, one with radius 8cm and one with radius 10cm. How much bigger is the larger circumference than the smaller?
62.8 – 50.3 = 12.5cm
